KS2 Active Learning

This week, KS2 learners enjoyed some active learning in maths,
playing Fraction Bingo and creating playdough pizza fractions to
explore fractions in a fun, hands-on way. In the afternoon, our
Humanities lesson took us to Ashton Court, where we practised
and applied our map-reading skills in a real-world setting. A great

day of learning both in and out of the classroom!

KS2 also had a great success in cooking as the learners made spring rolls, and they
turned out really well! The learners were so proud of their work and thoroughly enjoyed
the process. We’re already looking ahead to next week, when they’ll be making paella,

lots of excitement and excellent cooking skills on display!




Key Stage 3 Science
Year 7

Year 7 learners took part in a great, active science experiment investigating whether
temperature affects the rate of water absorption in different colours. The lesson was
highly practical and hands-on, with learners fully involved in setting up, observing, and
recording results. There was lots of discussion, questioning, and collaboration as
learners compared outcomes and shared ideas. It was wonderful to see such high

levels of engagement, curiosity, and enthusiasm for learning through active

experimentation.

Year 8 &9

Years 8 and 9 enjoyed a day of exciting, hands-on science experiments driven by

learners’ own questions and curiosity. Two learners independently wondered whether,
as sweets are mostly made from sugar, they would melt at the same temperature as
sugar or whether the added ingredients would make a difference. To investigate, they
first tested the melting temperature of sugar and then compared it with a range of

different sweets, observing how additional ingredients affected the results.




Meanwhile, another learner explored the fascinating idea

of fire tornadoes (sometimes called “firenadoes”). He I\ A }‘-H» S |

wanted to find out what conditions are needed for them
to form. To do this, he tested how quickly a turntable
needed to spin and whether temperature made a
difference, experimenting with different fuel sources to
observe the effects. These investigations were highly
engaging and supported science learning by encouraging
learners to ask questions, plan fair tests, control
variables, and draw conclusions from evidence—

excellent examples of working scientifically in action.
